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Key: 
Scene = Which scene you are on.

Shot= This is the name of shot. Exp. 1A 

Description= This is a brief description of the action of the shot. Ex. John walks in house/closes door behind him.

Setup Duration= This is how much time you will give to the set up and execution of the shot. Exp. 30. 
*Please note that setup is always shown in minutes.

Completion time= This is the time the scheduled shot will be completed. Ex. Call time is 7:30am, the first shot’s setup duration is 30 minutes. The completion time will be 8:00am. The next shot’s setup duration is 1 hour so the completion time will be 9:00am.

After all shots, descriptions, setup durations and completion times are completed you must print this sheet. This sheet will be given to the AD to keep track of time and what shots are covered throughout the day.

Actual time= This is the actual time the shot is completed. This is filled in by hand by the AD. This will let the AD know if the shoot is on schedule. AD can also write on any notes that the director will need later.
