GUIDELINES FOR MIDDLE AND HIGH SCHOOLS

This event recognizes FBLA chapters that develop promotional materials to be distributed to prospective FBLA members.

CONTENT

Provide information about how your chapter markets FBLA to the student population.

ELIGIBILITY

One entry per chapter will be accepted prior to the Miami-Dade Leadership Breakfast.

REGULATIONS

1. The design must be submitted to Robert Quinn or Sonia Samaroo, Educational Specialists, on or before October 23, 2015 at 4:00 p.m.

2. The design of the brochure may be submitted in either Black/White or Color on paper eight and one half inches by eleven inches.  The brochure should be of a tri-fold design.

3. Both sides of the page must be utilized in the design.  Two pages single-sided of the brochure should be placed in a clear plastic cover (designed to hold papers in notebooks) so it can be seen on both sides by turning over the plastic cover.

4. Any event guidelines not adhered to will result in the disqualification of the entry.

JUDGING

A panel of judges will judge all entries.  All decisions or the judges are final.

AWARDS

Certificates of participation will be given to all chapters submitting entries.  Five (5) places will be awarded in the high school division and five (5) places in the middle school division at the Leadership Breakfast.
